Martin v minulosti pracoval ako ucitel
a riaditel Skoly a Mattias ako rodinny terapeut a socialny pracovnik.
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Martin Séderstrém and Mattias Sjélundh are heads of the integration work in a small municipality
called Are in northern Sweden. Are has 11 000 citizens and has received most refugees from the
resettlement program in the whole Sweden in the last 3 years. Almost 200 refugees have started
their new life in this municipality. There are also many other refugees that have found their way to
Are in different ways. The new inhabitants are considered in Are as a great contribution to the
society. Martin and Mattias have together with their colleagues created a hotbed for the refugees
to start their new life in Sweden. Approximately 65% have job after two years and over 90% decide
to stay in the area. Martin has a background as a teacher and principal and Mattias as a family
therapist and social worker.
